Vail resident Lindsey Vonn is the winningest female ski racer in American history. Vonn claimed a 19th World Cup win in the 
Super-G in Tarvisio, Italy, moving past Tamara McKinney, 1983 Overall World Cup champion and winner of 18 competitions in 
the 1980s. Lindsey has won 11 Downhills, 4 Super-G's, 2 Super-Combis and 2 Slaloms in her career. This was her 6th win of the 
season.  Vonn set the mark despite having surgery on her severed tendon two weeks prior and competing with a specially de-
signed splint on her right hand. 
 
Lindsey also holds a commanding 299-point in the overall standings with nine races remaining. No American woman has ever 
won back-to-back World Cup overall titles. Lindsey has a chance to add to her total when the circuit travels for the first time 
to Bansko, Bulgaria. Three (3) speed races are scheduled -- two (2)  Downhills and a Super-G.

During spring skiing, every skier needs to take a few extra steps to have a pleasant, safe ski 
trip. You need to consider the stronger sunshine, changing snow conditions, and warmer tem-
peratures. These tips will help make sure your spring skiing is enjoyable and safe! 

Always wear sunscreen! Wearing sunscreen is a must during spring skiing. When your skin has 
been covered all winter long, the bright spring sun can easily cause you to burn. So, make sure 
that any uncovered parts of your face (such as your nose, around your eyes, or even your lips) 
are covered with a sunscreen protectant. 

Stay hydrated. During spring skiing, temperatures may rise and drinking water is important - 
especially if you're skiing at high altitudes! Make sure you drink plenty of water. 

 

Adjust your stance for spring snow. When skiing in spring snow, ski more solidly by keeping a 
balanced, even weight on each foot. Consider investing in a lesson to learn how to perfect 
your skiing on spring snow, because it will teach you things that you will be able to use each 
spring, year after year. 

 
Wear your goggles or sunglasses. The bright spring sun calls for good eye protection, so wear-
ing your ski goggles is a must. Athletic sunglasses will also protect your eyes against the sun 
and make sure you can see well. 
 
Wear the right gear. During warm spring temperatures, any skier will overheat in a heavy win-
ter parka. Make sure you have a lighter jacket (or even a fleece!) for sunny days. A light, wa-
terproof jacket is perfect for days where there may be rain. 

Get your skis tuned-up for spring. Spring snow can be difficult and will slow you down, so a 
spring wax will make your  skiing much smoother.  

Vail Powder Guides invites you to share in a quality mountain experience that brings skiers and 
riders back year after year.  Get a group together and Ski, Snowboard or Telemark on Ptarmi-
gan Pass, Resolution Bowl and the famous 10th Mountain division training grounds. Nestled 
deep in the heart of the White River National  Forest, the powder guides have over 3500 acres 
of terrain to explore.    

The snowcat departs from the Vail Pass Rest area at 9am and returns to Vail Pass by 5pm.  The  
terrain demands a strong intermediate or expert skiing or snowboarding ability to enjoy  this 
guided backcountry adventure.
