Cordillera continues to mitigate the effects of the moamt ai
moving beetle trees on and near private property and sprgasyi n
being done by Alpine Tree Service of Summit County and logging is being conducted by West Range Reclamation of Crawford,
Colorado.

In addition to work near private property, Cordillera will attempt to remove dead and dying trees along roads and utilities. As in
the past, private property owners will be responsible for the costs associated with the work on their respective properties.

A new development in the battle with the pine beetle isover
away. Pheromones are chemicals that insects emit to communicate with other insects. Verbenone is manufactured by Helena
Chemicals and is sometimes marketed under the title of fBeet

but was met with skepticism. After three years of use and testing, the product has gained some support.

The advantages of using verbenone over spraying are 1) it does not wash off in the rain and 2) it is environmentally safe. Verbe-
none comes in small packets that are stapled to trees i about 25 packets per acre. Cordillera has not had experience with verbe-
none, but will use it this summer in conjunction with spraying and on some trees near private property that cannot be reached to
spray.
