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   In the event of a wildfire, the decision to evacuate the community will be 

made by emergency response personnel and their Unified Command.  This 

decision will be communicated via Eagle County (EC) Alert, Reverse 911, 

the Cordillera Flash, and door to door sweeps.  If at all possible, the deci-

sion will be made early enough so that our residents can utilize  primary 

roads such as Cordillera Way or Fenno Drive to safely exit. As it is impossi-

ble to anticipate the type or location of an emergency, emergency response 

personnel and Public Safety will direct traffic for evacuation.  Please take a 

few moments to become aware of alternate exits and procedures. 
 

ALTERNATE EXITS  

Emmaôs WayðPrimary  

Located at the end of Emmaôs Way, which is below Settlerôs Loop, 

is a utility easement that runs from Cordillera to West Squaw Creek 

Road. 

It is a steep dirt road which can easily be traveled with vehicles with 

average clearance. 

Sports cars with limited clearance will not be allowed to travel this 

road. 

Diamond Star ðSecondary  

Located off Summit Trail adjacent to the 4th fairway, the Diamond 

Star Road offers an emergency only exit for Cordillera and emer-

gency access for fire fighters. 

There will be no restrictions on the types of vehicles that can travel 

this road. 

Territories Trail ðTertiary  

Located at the bottom of Territories Trail is a four wheel drive road 

that crosses Bureau of Land Management (BLM) land to reach 

Brush Creek south of Eagle. 

Travel on this road will be limited to vehicles with high clearance.

   The July meeting for the CPOA and 

CMD Boards was held Monday,  20 July  

2009.

District Roads.     
 

   Mr. Patrick Wilhelm, Vice President, 

Cordillera Golf Club, LLC, and Mr. Rudy 

Anderson, President and Chief Execu-

tive Officer, Cordillera Golf Club, LLC., 

addressed the Boards regarding the 

new management teamôs goals for the 

Club, as outlined in the Club at Cordil-

lera 20/20 Brochure.  The Board and 

Club management discussed ways to 

work together to represent a cohesive 

Community as well as improve effi-

ciency through economies of scale.   
 

   Mr. Harry Rosenthal, Lodge & Spa at 

Cordillera and Metro District Staff pre-

sented a non-binding Memorandum of 

Understanding (MOU) establishing a 

framework to explore the feasibility of  

Community Housing for Cordillera (Metro 

District, Lodge & Spa, and possibly Club) 

employees.  Mr. Rosenthal addressed 

issues including location, potential resi-

dents, and ongoing responsibility and risk.   
 

 Staff addressed the Board regarding 

the safety of skateboarding on Metro Dis-

trict roads due to the steepness of most of 

the roads and the volume of traffic.  The 

Board requested Staff identify the major 

roads where safety is an issue and come 

back to the Board with a Resolution limit-

ing/prohibiting skateboarding within the 

Metro District.

The Board re-

quested Staff offer Cordillera property 

owners the opportunity to buy the new 

bonds in advance of sale to the general 

public.     
 

   Mr. Harry Rosenthal and Mr. Jeff Nel-

son of the Lodge & Spa at Cordillera, pre-

sented site maps and cost data for two (2) 

potential Community Housing sites for the 

Boardôs review/consideration.   

   The Boards requested Mr. Rosenthal 

and Mr. Nelson present more detailed site 

plans and cost data at the September 

Board meeting.      
 

   Staff presented a revised Elk Manage-

ment Program to the Boards for approval.  

The CPOA Board approved the harvesting 

of elk consistent with Cordilleraôs Cove-

nants and Restrictions and the CMD 

Board approved execution of the Elk Man-

agement Plan on Metro District property.

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   The Cordillera Metro District (CMD) is 

scheduled to complete the final phase 

(ñLower Loopò) of water system improve-

ments on the Divide in Fall 2009.  The 

improvements will increase water pres-

sure for fire hydrants and main water lines 

as well as improve water quality and reli-

ability.   
 

   The ñLower Loopò will connect to the 

main water line on Andorra Road close to 

Rue De Prince and come directly down 

the hillside to Cordillera Way. From there 

it will split and a new water line will be 

installed approximately 2000 feet up Cor-

dillera Way and approximately 1500 feet 

down the hill toward the Divide Gate.  
   

The project will take approximately seven  

to eight weeks to complete.  CMD will  

start the project in mid-September and 

finish in early November. 

   The total Divide Water system improve-

ments consist of four (4) phases:  

1) A ñHigh Pressure Lineò connecting the 

El Mirador water tank with the Casteel 

water tank to increase water flow and 

gravity pressure 

(deleting the pressure 

pump station) to the 

properties above the 

Lodge, 2) the ñUpper 

Loopò improving water 

pressure, quality and 

reliability in the Andorra 

Road area, 3) the 

ñMiddle Loopò which 

connects to the ñUpper 

Loopò pressure reducing 

valve (PRV) then pro-

ceeds down Cordillera 

Way 1000ô feet and con-

nects with the main waterline on Granada 

Glen to make the loop, and 4) the ñLower 

Loopò.  The end result of these projects 

will be improved water pressure, quality, 

and reliability throughout the Divide.    

    The Eagle River Water      

 and Sanitation District 

requires Pressure Reducing Valves (PRV) 

on all domestic water systems, including 

the fire sprinkler system in your home. 

PRVs are normally located in the vicinity 

of the water meter in the mechanical 

room. (PRVs look like a brass bell with a 

screw on the top.)  
 

   Every summer, the Eagle River Water 

and Sanitation District performs annual 

maintenance on Cordilleraôs water system, 

which also has PRVs installed in the main 

water lines.  The annual maintenance 

could result in changes to water pressure 

and can affect your home.  If the plumbing 

in your home has a PRV, your home 

should be protected. If there is no PRV, 

there is a possibility that pipes, fittings or 

appliances could be damaged. 
 

   It is common to find older Cordillera 

homes that lack a PRV on the fire sprin-

kler system. Since these homes were 

built, fire codes have changed and PRVs 

are now required by the Eagle River Wa-

ter and Sanitation District. The cost for the 

installation of a PRV is nominal (cost var-

ies with PRV size and labor required; 

ranging from $500 to a maximum price of 

$2,500) compared to the possible costs of 

damage to any structure and/or personal 

belongings.  
 

   In addition to PRVs, service contractors 

recommend an ñExpansion Tankò as part 

of your domestic water and fire sprinkler 

systems. For domestic plumbing, the ex-

pansion tank is recommended for installa-

tion along with the boiler or hot water tank. 

As water heats and cools within the do-

mestic water lines, there is the need for  

 

some expansion relief of pressures.  
 

  As related to the fire sprinkler system, 

the glycol that is put into these lines to 

protect from freezing will also heat up cre-

ating the need for expansion relief of pres-

sures. At this time, expansion tanks are 

not a code requirement (as they are in 

Vail) but are recommended. 
 

   Should you need to install PRVs or ex-

pansion tanks, we recommend contacting 

a certified installer, such as the following 

contractors:

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COMMUNICATIONS 
 

During an emergency, a number of tools will be used to 

communicate with residents, including Eagle County (EC) 

Alert, Reverse 911, the Cordillera Flash, telephone calls 

and door to door visits. 
 

EC Alert  

The most timely and detailed system of emergency com-

munications available to Cordillera Property Owners is 

Eagle County (EC) Alert, which  communicates via email 

and text messaging to cell phones. EC Alerts can be sent 

and received in minutes; therefore, they are timely and 

can react to changing situations. For example, during the 

winter, EC Alert is used to communicate winter storms 

and road conditions such as road closures.  Eagle County 

has set up an EC Alert for Cordillera to use for Cordillera 

only emergencies.

Reverse 911  

Reverse 911 uses a pre-recorded message to contact 

residential telephones in a certain geographical area.   
 

Cordillera Flash  

The Cordillera Flash is sent via email to all Cordillera 

property owners who have provided an email address to 

CMD. Typically, updates regarding the community are 

sent out on a weekly basis.  The Flash will also be used in 

an emergency situation or as special events occur.   
 

Telephone  

Cordillera Public Safety maintains a database of contact 

information for all Cordillera properties. During an emer-

gency Public Safety may utilize this information to make 

sure property owners have received notification.  
 

Door to Door  

Public Safety, in conjunction with law enforcement, will 

attempt to visit individual properties to confirm that resi-

dents have received notification and are able to evacuate. 

When possible, unattended pets will be transported to 

safe locations. 

PREPARATION 

Approaching wildfires are normally not a secret ï the 

smoke and associated emergency traffic can be detected 

for long distances. These are indicators that it is time to 

get prepared ï donôt wait for the phone call! 
 

Power Outages  

Power outages are common during wildfires. Residents 

are encouraged to maintain at least one hardwire tele-

phone that will work during a power outage. 
 

Valuables  

Gather important papers and items of sentimental value 

that cannot be replaced. 
 

Clothing  

Wear proper clothing - expect that you might have to walk 

in a less than favorable situation: 

Long pants 

Long sleeve shirts 

Shoes ï No sandals 

Socks 

Hat 

Scarf/Handkerchief  
 

Vehicles  

Back vehicles into garages and know how to open your 

garage door if the electricity shuts down. (A cord with a 

handle is often hanging from the track. This can be used 

to manually disengage the door from the track so it can be 

opened/closed without the motor.) 
 

Home Exterior Precautions  

Turn off the gas. 

Have a hose hooked to a faucet for firefighters. 

Remove propane tanks from decks. Leave them 

away from the house where they are visible. 

 

Home Interior Precautions  

Close windows and doors. 

Leave exterior doors UNLOCKED. 

Close heavy curtains which can insulate the heat 

from the exterior. 

Remove thin curtains which will catch fire from 

heat on the outside.
