ICE SKATING

The Ice Rink is located on Carterville Road, just past the Community Operations Maintenance Facility. Parking is available in
the paved lot behind the Maintenance Facility or in a small snow packed lot adjacent to the warming hut. The rink is available
to Cordillera Property Owners, their guests and Lodge guests. Notices are posted at the Gatehouses and at the Administra-
tion Building indicating when the rink is open; typically from 20 December to 20 February, weather permitting. Night lighting
keeps the rink open until 9:00 p.m. A welcome feature is the warming hut with seating and complementary hot beverages
open from 9:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. A stereo system is available to provide musical accompaniment for skaters. Please feel free
to bring your own CDO6s along for your enjoyment.

The rink is available for both free skaters and hockey skaters, with priority times designated for each usage. Hockey skaters
may skate during priority time for free skaters if there are no free skaters using the rink, and vice versa. However, for the
safety of all, there will be no hockey sticks and pucks allowed with free skaters on the ice.

Loaner hockey and figure skates are available free-of-charge at the Administration Building 9:00Ad 5:00P, Monday through
Friday, except holidays. Stop by, fill out a form, and provide credit card details. To obtain loaner skates on evenings, week-
ends or holidays, call Public Safety at 970/926-2335 to arrange to meet Staff at the Administration Building. Please allow
one-hour lead time.

SKI SHUTTLE

The Lodge & Spa at Cordillera will again offer pick-up and drop-off service at the Cordillera
Post Office for Cordillera Property Owners. (Property Owners are also welcome to pick up
the shuttle at the Lodge and park in the guest lot if they wish.)

The Post Office pick-up will be 10 minutes after the post departure times for the Lodge & Spa.
Property Owners will be dropped off at the Post Office en route to the Lodge on the return trip.

Similar to the 2008/2009 winter season, there will be one shuttle dedicated to Beaver Creek and one dedicated to Vail. As a
reminder, please be aware of and adhere to the following booking policies:

1. Advance reservations of 72 hours or more are required to guarantee shuttle spots for groups of 4 or larger.
2. The shuttle will only guarantee pick-up in the afternoon of those who were dropped off.
